Utilizing this opportunity, you can
fully refine the content of yourself, encourage collaborative research with companies and gain research funding, and
prepare for future job opportunities and opportunities for internship opportunities . Especially, for international students,
it is important to announce using Japanese, even if some companies ask them to understand. Companies in Tokyo and
Osaka as well as companies in Gifu and Aichi Prefecture will participate as participating companies.

2. How to make posters

Research outline, 1. Title, affiliation, name / Title, Affiliation, Name 2. Introduction / Background or Introduction, 3. Outline
of issue / Outline, 4. Research experiment method / Materials and Methods, 5. Result (Expected) / Results and Discussion,
6. Significance and applications of the research, 7. Write on the poster divided into presenters' appeal / Strengths, Selling
points, Appealing. Poster manuscripts should be made in PowerPoint and made to be 4 sheets in A4 size.

Printing is made so that it will be two sheets at the top and bottom of Al format. By practicing November 30, you can bring
the data to the carrier center in the USB memory and output it from the office personal computer to the large-sized printing
machine (it may be done in each undergraduate).

For posters and slides, both English and Japanese are properly included (together), making it easier for business people to
understand. For posters with English only, you can also write items to inform you that immediate Japanese English
translation can be done while using smart phone's Google Translate application on screen (QR code is shown, Japanese
display made in advance You can also create a system that leads to the site).



3. How to prepare oral presentation

Oral presenters will appoint about five from among the prospective participants after the entry deadline (mid-November). The
participants of Hiroshima University 3MT-Competition are highly likely to have oral presentations.

Prepare an oral presentation of a power point slide file that summarizes the research that you are doing (the research you are
going to do); oral presentation in Japanese or English (3 + 1 minute presentation; 3 minutes of research content, self Have the
appeal and research significance / applicability possible for the enterprise for 1 minute, to be done). When speaking orally in
English only, it is better to write both in Japanese and English on slides. Basically, as with posters slide for 4 sheets.

Presentation slides can be slides of only 1 or 2 slides. (As in Hiroshima University 3MT) Even then, make sure that the composition
contains research experiment contents, significance of the research, applicability possibilities and appealing points (in this case
also well expressed in Japanese and English) Is desirable). The content is projected on a screen which is not so big.

4. How to participate on the day

The start of the exchange meeting is from 13 o'clock, so post a poster between 11 o'clock and 12:30 pm. Give the "soft
adhesive" (sticking insect) for pasting the poster on the spot before applying it. Poster presenters are given numbers in
advance, so posters are pasted on top and bottom of the wall with the number attached.

When speaking oral, please use the microphone.
At poster presentation, it will be around 15 o'clock, but when announcing the poster session and the start of a fellowship
exchange party, stand next to your poster, lower the card with your name down from the neck, ask questions Please respond.

Acceptance is from 12 o'clock so please fill in the registration form and name of your graduate school and your name before
joining. Since two people are appointed to the reception receptionist, please ask us when the registrant comes by having you
sit in a given chair. Also, at the time of acceptance, when the company enters the participation fee, please check the
registration form and hand it over to the clerk next to you.

Please help when you need desk movements, chair movements, drink installations, cleanup of garbage etc.

For graduate students who present, if they do free discussions etc. with companies and want to get in touch with the company
later, prepare a simple business card (not handwritten, printed one) and hand it at the beginning of the conversation Please
(name, the department to which you belong, the name of the laboratory, the method of contact e-mail etc. are listed).
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
